We will
travel up and over Raton Pass and do a whistle stop in Las Vegas, NM, a famous rest-
ing spot along the Santa Fe Trail. Our train is scheduled to arrive in Albuquerque at
4: 00 PM. We will transfer to our hotdni

unique dining experience will bring back memories of the 50s & 60s. Our hotel has a

April 29 following breakfast our first stop is the Pueblo of Acoma (sky city), built high on top a
mesa, 367 feet above the desert floor. Acoma lays claim to being the oldest continu- _
ously inhabited city in the USA. Coron
first white men to enter the Pueblo. A Catholic mission was built in 1629 and is still used
today. Following a guided tour you will have time to shop and have lunch. We then
head to Petroglyphs National Monument . We will have a guided tour of the 7,200-
acre area that contains over 15,000 rock drawings. The Petroglyphs are true works of
art and were the billboards and road signs of ancient times. We will conclude our touring
for the day with a visit to the National Atomic Museum. The top secret Manhattan Pro-
ject developed, produced and tested the first atomic bomb. In 1945 Harry Truman made
the difficult decision to drop the bombs that brought an end to WWII.

April 30 after breakfast we depart Albuquerque and head for
Santa Fe by way of old Highway 66, seeing what remains of the
many old hotels and businesses that are along the way. We will
travel the famous Turquoise Trail, passing through Madrid, an
