April 18 we will travel through Kansas in the dark of night, entering Colorado about 
7:00 AM.  The Chief has a sightseer lounge, which will afford you a great side and 
overhead view.  The dining car offers breakfast and lunch or have a sandwich in the 
lounge.  We should enter New Mexico about 11:00 AM, following along the historic 
Santa Fe Trail  as we pass through beautiful mountains.  We will travel up and over 
Raton Pass  and do a whistle stop in Las Vegas, NM, a famous resting spot along the 
Santa Fe Trail.  Our train is scheduled to arrive in Albuquerque  at 4:00 PM.  We will 
transfer to our hotel where we stay the next 3 nights.  Weôll have dinner  at the famous 
Route 66 Diner .  In business since the heyday of Route 66, this unique dining experi-
ence will bring back memories of the 50s & 60s.  Our hotel has a fitness center, in-

room coffee maker, hairdryer and iron, as well as wireless high speed Internet 
access. 

 

 April 19 following breakfast  we will travel a short distance to the Turquoise 
Museum  for a entertaining presentation on the different types of turquoise 
found  all over the world.  The museum is family owned and contains the largest 
collection of turquoise in the world.  Next, learn all about Old Town Albuquerque 

on a guided walking tour  (shorter version also available).  Fol-
lowing the tour you will have time to spend in the plaza to shop 
and eat lunch.  Later, we head for the Indian Pueblo Cultural center,  one of the 
countryôs most renowned Native American museums, owned and operated by 
New Mexicoôs 19 pueblos.  Weôll have a guided tour  and time in their very nice 
shop where you can purchase authentic Indian-made objects.  Tonight we dine in 
the unique atmosphere of Rudyôs BBQ where youôll choose from a wide variety of
