We will depart from our scheduled 

departure cities for an overnight stay in Des Moines.

September 27 early this morning we arrive in Frankfurt, ready to explore the Rhine River Valle y, famous 

throughout the world for its charming towns with rich histories.  Weôll meet our tour director and bus at the 

airport before journeying to St. Johannisberg for a visit to the worldôs oldest Ries-

ling vineyard .  Prost! - ein Toast!  Weôll continue to Rüdesheim and board our 

Rhine river cruise ship for a 3-hour cruise to Boppard.   En route, youôll be in awe 

as numerous castles dot the horizon and you view the famous Loreley,  a rock on 

the eastern bank of the Rhine near St. Goarshausen which soars some 120 meters 

above the waterline.  It marks the narrowest part of the river between Switzerland 

and the North Sea.  Legend has it that a mermaid in the valley of the Loreley lured 

sailors on the Rhine to their deaths with her beguiling song.  Continue to Neuwied , 

where our hotel location for 2 nights is the exquisite Baroque Palace of Engers , the 

former summer resort of the Prince Bishop of Trier, located directly at the banks of the Rhine River.  

Youôll feel like royalty!  (One additional meal YTBD) 
 

September 28 our excursions today take us to Marksburg Castle, Koblenz and 

Moselle Valley .  This castle along the Rhine dates from around 1200 and was 

never destroyed ï it remains a symbol of medieval times.  At Koblenz, weôll visit 

German Corner at the confluence of the Rhine and Moselle rivers.  Our path takes 

a sightseeing detour in the lovely Moselle Valley, full of ancient legends and tradi-

tions, works of art, grandiose architecture and of course vineyards.  The Moselle 

region has a rich Roman heritage and particularly at Koblenz youôll find a variety 

of Roman villas, manor houses, temples, graves, historical wine presses and lime 

works that take you back in time to the world of Roman Antiquity.  We return to our ñpalaceò tonight.  (B, +
